This was

also the exact message I would want my children to hear should anything ever happen to me. On

September 11, 2001 our world fell apart. Within a week a handful of strangers from across the

country came together and started a grass roots, nonprofit organization, The Next Place Network.

Each one of us so moved by the powerful message within The Next Place we came together with

the sole purpose: to collect and distribute copies of The Next Place to those directly affected by the

tragic turn of events of 9-11.
